This period can be
further extended by the Engineen-Charge up to a maximum period as specified in
schedule 'F' on written request of the contractingtthe reason for delays in procuring the
Performance Guarantee, to the satisfaction of the Engm€drarge.

The contractor shall give not less than seven days' notice to the EHngdheege or his
authorized representative in chargéthe work before covering up or otherwise placing beyond

the reach of checking and/or test checking the measurement of any work in order that the same
may be checked and/or test checked and correct dimensions thereof be taken before the same is
coveredup or placed beyond the reach of checking and/or test checking measurement and shall
not cover up and place beyond reach of measurement any work without consent in writing of the
Engineein-Charge or his authorized representative in charge of the worksialb within the
aforesaid period of seven days inspect the work, and if any work shall be covered up or placed
beyond the reach of checking and/or test checking measurements without such notice having bee
given or the Engine@nrCharge's consent beimdptained in writing the same shall be uncovered

at the Contractor's expense, or in default thereof no payment or allowance shall be made for such
work or the materials with which the same was executed.

Engineein-Charge or his authorized representativeyntause either themselves or through
another officer of the department to check the measurements recorded by contractor and all
provisions stipulated herein above shall be applicable to such checking of measurements or levels

It is also a term of this doact that checking and/or test checking the measurements of any item of
work in the measurement book and/or its payment in the interim, on account of final bill shall not
be considered as conclusive evidence as to the sufficiency of any work or natwehaiht it

relates nor shall it relieve the contractor from liabilities from any over measurement or defects
noticed till completion of the defects liability period.

If the contractor fails to comply with the requirements of this Clause as to
removal of scaffolding, surplus materials and rubbish and all huts and sanitary arrangements as
aforesaid and cleaning off dirt on or before the tdafixed for the completion of work, the
Engineein-Charge may at the expense of the contractor remove such scaffolding, surplus
materials and rubbish etc., and dispose off the same as he thinks fit and clean off such dirt as
aforesaid, and the contractehall have no claim in respect of scaffolding or surplus materials or
final cleaning work as aforesaid except for any sum actually realized by the sale thereof.

CLAUSEA& COMPLETION PLANS TO BE SUBMITTED BY THE CONTRACTOR

The final bill shall be submitted by the contractor in the same manner as specified in interim bills
within three months of physical completion of the work or within one month of the date of the final
certificate of completiofurnished by the Enginee¥Charge whichever is earlier. No further
claims shall be made by the contractor after submission of the final bill and these shall be deemed
to have been waived and extinguished.

there is no dispute and of items in dispute, for quantities and rates as approved by Eingineer
Charge, will, as far as possible be made within the period of three months the period being
reckoned from the date of receipt of the bill by the EngiieeCharge or his authorized
Engineer.

The contractor shall, &is cost, make all arrangements and shall provide all facilities as the
Engineein-Charge may require for collecting and preparing the required number of samples for
such tests at such time and to such place or places as may be directed by the-Em@harge

and bear all charges including testing charges. The EngimeeCharge or his authorized
representative shall always have access to the works and to all workshops and places where work
component is being prepared or from where materials, matwéd articles or machinery are

being obtained for the works and the contractor shall afford every facility and every assistance in
obtaining the right to such access.

The Enginean-Charge shall have full powers to require the removal from the preofisds
materials which in his opinion are not in accordance with the specifications and in case of default
the Engineein-Charge shall be at liberty to employ at the expense of the contractor, other
persons to remove the same without being answerallecountable for any loss or damage that

may happen or arise to such materials. The Engmé&#rarge shall also have full powers to
require other proper materials to be substituted thereof and in case of default, the Engineer
Charge may cause the sartwe be supplied and all costs which may attend such removal and
substitution shall be borne by the Contractor.

unskillful workmanship, or with materials or articles provided by him for the execution of the work
which are unsound or of a quality infetiorthat contracted or otherwise not in accordance
with the contract, the contractor shall, on demand in writing which shall be made within twelve
months (six months in the case of work costing Rs. 10 Lac and below except road work) of the
completionof the work from the EngineerCharge specifying the work, materials or articles

made or action brought against HITES in respect of any such matters as aforesaid, the
contractor shall be immediately notified thereof and the contractor shall be at liberty, at
his own expense, to settle any dispute or to conduct gatitin that may arise there

from, provided that the contractor shall not be liable to indemnify the HITES if the
infringement of the patent or design or any alleged patent or design right is the direct
result of an order passed by the Engingecharge n this behalf.

arbitration clause) by the competent court, as the case may be and that the contractor will
have no laim for interest or damages whatsoever on any account in respect of such
withholding or retention under the lien referred to above and duly notified as such to the
contractor.For the purpose of this clause, where the contractor is a partnership firm or a
limited company, the EnginaeiCharge or the HITES shall be entitled to withhold and also

length of the outside and ends thereof with only such opening as may be necessary for the
delivery of materials. Such scaffolding or staging shall be so fastened as to prevent it from
swaying from the building or structure.

Working Platforms, gayways and stairways should be so constructed that they should not
sag unduly or unequally, and if the height of the platform or the gangway or the stairway is
more than 3.6 m (12 ft.) above ground level or floor level, they should be closely boarded,
shoud have adequate width and should be suitably fastened as described in (2) above.

Every opening in the floor of a building or in a working platform shall be provided with
suitable means to prevent the fall of person or materials by providing suitablegfearc
railing whose minimum height shall be 90 cm (3 ft.).

Safe means of access shall be provided to all working platforms and other working places.
Every ladder shall be securely fixed. No portable single ladder shall be over 9 m (30 ft) in
length whé the width between side rails in rung ladder shall in no case be less than 29 cm.
(11 1 6) fumwtoand iachiding B8 metre (10 ft.) in length. For longer ladders this
width should be increased leastiJ6 f or each addi ti omahiford0 cr
step spacing of not more than 30 cm shall be kept. Adequate precautions shall be taken to
prevent danger from electrical equipment. No materials on any of the sites or work shall be
so stacked or placed as to cause danger or inconvenierargytperson or the public. The
contractor shall provide all necessary fencing and lights to protect the public from accident
and shall be bound to bear the expenses of defence of every suit, action or other
proceedings at law that may be brought by anyrpen for injury sustained owing to neglect

of the above precautions and to pay any damages and cost winghbe awarded in any

such suit, action or proceedings to any such person or which may, with the consent of th
contractor, be paid to compensate aciaim by any such person.

(a) Excavation and trenchingll trenches 1.2 m (4 ft,) or more in depth, shall at all times be
supplied with at least one ladder for each 30 metre (100 ft) in length or fraction thereof.
Ladder shall extend from bottom oktkrench to at least 90 cm. (3 ft) above the surface of

the ground. The sides of the trenches, which are 1.5 m (5 ft) or more in depth shall be
stepped back to give suitable slope or securely held by timber bracing, so as to avoid the
danger of sides capsing. The excavated material shall not be placed within 1.5 m (5 ft) of
the edges of the trench or half of the depth of the trench whichever is more. Cutting shall be
done from top to bottom. Under no circumstances undermining or undercuttinglehall be

(b) Safety Measures for digging bore hales

(i) If the bore well is successful, it should be safely capped to avoid caving and collapse
of the bore well. The failed and the abandoned ones should be completely refilled to
avoid caving and collapse;
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(i) During drilling, Sign boards should be erected near the site with the address of the
drilling contractor and the Engineechmarge of the work;

(i) Suitablefencing should be erected around the well during the drilling and after the
installation of the rig othe point of drilling, flags shall be put 5Gafi-roundthe point
of drilling to avoid entry of people;

(iv) After drilling thebore well a cement platform (0.50m x 0.50m to 1.20m) 0.60m
above ground level and 0.60m below ground level should be constructeddathe
well casing;

(v) After the completion of théore wel|l the contractor should cap the bore well
properly by welding steel plate, cover the bore well with the drilled wet soil and fix
thorny shrubs over the soil. This should be done even while gepaifump;

(vi) After thebore wellis drilled the entire site should be brought to the ground level.

7. Demolition- Before any demolition work is commenced and also during the progress of the
work,

i) All roads and open areas adjacent to the work site shaleribe closed or suitably
protected.

i) No electric cable or apparatus which is liable to be a source of danger or a cable or
apparatus used by the operator shall remain electrically charged.

iii) All practical steps shall be taken to prevent danger to personkgetbfrom risk of fire
or explosion or flooding. No floor, roof or other part of the building shall be so
overloaded with debris or materials as to render it unsafe.

8. All necessary personal safety equipment as considered adequate by the Engiesme
should be kept available for the use of the person employed on the site and maintained in a
condition suitable for immediate use, and the contractor should take adequate steps to ensure
proper use of equipment by those concerned. The following safepresuishall invariably
be provided.

i) Workers employed on mixing asphaltic materials, cement and lime mortars shall be
provided with protective footwear and protective goggles.

i) Those engaged in whitewashing and mixing or stacking of cement bags or anglmate
which is injurious to the eyes, shall be provided with protective goggles.

i) Those engaged in welding works shald/l be |

iv) Stonebreakers shall be provided with protective goggles and protective clothing and
seatd at sufficiently safe intervals.

v) When workers are employed in sewers and manholes, which are in active use, the
contractors shall ensure that the manhole covers are opened and veatilagsifor an
hour before the workers are allowed to get intanholes and the manholes so opened
shall be cordoned off with suitable railing and provided with warning signals or boards to
prevent accident to the public. In addition , the contractor shall ensure that the following
safety measures are adhered-o:

a) Entry for workers into the line shall not be allowed except under supervision of the
Engineer in Charge or any other higher officer.

b) At least 5 to 6 manholes upstream and downstream should be kept opehefast2
to 3 hours before any man is alloweddwoter into the manhole for working inside.
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c) Before entry presence of toxic gases should be tested by inserting wet lead acetate
paper, which changes colour in the presence of such gases and gives indication of their
presence.

d) Presence of oxygen should berified by lowering a detector lamp into the manhole.
In case, no oxygen is found inside the sewer line, worker should be send only with
oxygen Kkit.

e) Safety belt with rope should be provided to the workers. While working inside the
manhole such rope shibbk handled by two men standing outside to enable him to be
pulled out during emergency.

f) The area should be barricaded or cordoned off by suitable means to avoid mishaps of
any kind. Proper warning signs should be displayed for the safety of the public
whenever for the cleaning works is undertaken during night or day.

g) No smoking or open flames shall be allowed near the blocked manhole being cleaned.

h) The malba obtained on account of cleaning of blocked manholes and sewer lines
should be immediately removaaavoid accidents on account of slippery nature of the
malba.

i) Workers should not be allowed to work inside the manhole continuously. He should be
given rest intermittently. The Engine€tharge may decide the timep to which
worker may be allowed to wé& continuously inside the manhole.

]) Gas masks with Oxygen cylinder should be kept at site for use in emergency.

k) Air blowers should be used for flow of fresh air through the manholes. Whenever
called for, portable air blowers are recommended for ventilatimg manholes. The
motors for these, shall be vapour proof and of totally enclosed typesplmking gas
engines also could be used but thegwdd be placed at least 2 mat away from the
opening and on the leeward side, protected from wind so that whiéynot be the
source of friction on any inflammable gas that might be present.

I) The workers engaged for cleaning the manholes/sewers should be properly trained
before allowing working in the manhole.

m) The worker shall be provided with Gumboots orspaking shoes bump helmets and
gloves nossparking tools and safety lights and gas masks and portabibl@ivers
(when necessary). They must be supplied with barrier cream for anointing the limits
before working inside the sewer lines.

n) Workmen descending aamhole shall try each ladder stop or rung carefully before
putting his full weight on it to guard against insecure fastening due to corrosion of the
rung fixed to manhole well.

o) If a man has received a physical injury, he should be brought out of the sewer
immediately and adequate medical aid should be provided to him.

p) The extent to which these precautions are to be taken depend on individual situation
but the decision of the Engine@eCharge regarding the steps to be taken in this
regard in an individuatase will be final.

vi) The contractor shall not employ men and women below the age of 18 years on the work
of painting with products containing lead in any form. Whenever men above the age of
18 years are employed on the work of lead painting, the followirgcautions should be
taken:-
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a) No paint containing lead or lead products shall be used except in the form of paste or
readymade paint.

b) Suitable face masks should be supplied for use by the workers when paint is applied in
the form of spray or a surface hag lead paint is dry rubbed and scrapped.

c) Overalls shall be supplied by the contractors to the workmen and adequate facilities
shall be provided to enable the working painters to wash during and on the cessation
of work.

9. The Contractor shall not employmen and men below the age of 18 years on the work of
painting with product containing lead in any form. Whenever men above the age of 18 are
employed on the work of lead painting, the following principles must be observed for such
use:

i) White lead, sulphatef lead or product containing these pigments, shall not be used in
painting operation except in the form of pastes or paint ready for use.

i) Measures shall be taken, wherever required in order to prevent danger arising from the
application of paint in theoirm of spray.

iii) Measures shall be taken, wherever practicable to prevent danger arising out of from dust
caused by dry rubbing down and scrapping.

iv) Adequate facilities shall be provided to enable working painters to wash during and on
cessation of work

v) Overal shall be worn by working painters during the whole of working period.

vi) Suitable arrangement shall be made to prevent clothing put off during working hours
being spoiled by painting materials.

vii) Cases of lead poisoning and suspected lead poisoning shabtiiechand shall be
subsequently verified by medical man appointed by the competent authority of
Department.

viii) Department may require, when necessary, medical examination of workers.

ix) Instructions with regard to special hygienic precautions, to be tatkkenpainting trade,
shall be distributed to working painters.

10. When the work is done near any place where there is risk of drowning, all necessary
equipment should be provided & kept ready for use and all necessary steps taken for prompt
rescue of any persoin danger and adequate provision, should be made for prompt first aid
treatment of all injuries likely to be obtained during the course of the work.

11. Use of hoisting machines and tackle including their attachments, anchorage and supports she
conform tdhe following standards or conditions:

() (@) These shall be of good mechanical construction, sound materials and adequate
strength and free from patent defects and shall be kept repaired and in good
working order.

(b) Every rope used in hoistinglowering materials or as means of suspension shall
be of durable quality and adequate strength, and free from patent defects.

(i) Every crane driver or hoisting appliance operator shall be properly qualified and no
person under the age of 21 years shobklin charge of any hoisting machine including
any scaffolding winch or give signals to operator.

(i) In case of every hoisting machine and of every chain ring hook, shackle swivel and pulley
blocks used in hoisting or as means of suspension the safegwoad shall be
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ascertained by adequate means. Every hoisting machine and all gear referred to above
shall be plainly marked with the safe working load. In case of hoisting machine having a
variable safe working load each safe working load and the @mrdunder which it is
applicable shall be clearly indicated. No part of any machine or any gear, referred to
above in this paragraph shall be loaded beyond the safe working load except for the
purpose of testing.

(iv)In case of departmental machines, safe working load shall be notified by the Electrical
EngineeinrCh ar ge. As regard contractords mach
working load of the machines to the Engime€harge whenever he brings any
machinery to the site of workapget it verified by the Electrical Engineer concerned.

12. Motors, gearing, transmission, electric wiring and other dangerous parts of hoisting appliances
should be provided with efficient safeguards. Hoisting appliances should be provided with
such means asll reduce to the minimum the risk of accidental descent of the load. Adequate
precautions should be taken to reduce to the minimum the risk of any part of a suspended
load becoming accidentally displaced. When workers are employed on electrical instsllat
which are alreadyenergized insulating mats, wearing apparel, such as gloves, sleeves and
boots, as may be necessary, should be provided. The worker should not wear any rings,
watches and carry keys or other materials, which are good conducttestatiy.

13. All scaffolds ladders and other safety devices mentioned or described herein shall be
maintained in safe condition and no scaffold, ladder or equipment shall be altered or
removed while it is in use. Adequate washing facilities should begor@tidr near places
of work.

14. These safety provisions should be brought to the notice of all concerned by display on a
notice board at a prominent place at work spot. The person responsible for compliance of the
safety code shall be named therein by thatcactor.

15. To ensure effective enforcement of the rules and regulations relating to safety precautions the
arrangements made by the contractor shall be open to inspection by Labour Officer or the
Engineein-Charge or their representatives.

16. Notwithstandinghe above clauses from (1) to (15) there is nothing in these to exempt the
contractor from the operations of any other Act or Rule in force in the Republic of India.

RULES FOR THE PROTECTION OF HEALTH AND SANITARY ARRANGEMENTS FOR WORKI

EMROYED BY CONTRACTORS

1. APPLICATION

These rules shall apply to all buildings and construction works in chargél Gf&Re which
twenty or more workers are ordinarily employed or are proposed to be employed in any
day during the period during which thentract work is in progress.

2. DEFINITION

Work placemeans a place where twenty or more workers are ordinarily employed in
connection with construction work, on any day during the period, during which the contract
work is in progress.

3. FIRSFAID FACILITIES

i) At every work place there shall be provided and maintained, so as to be easily
accessible during working hours, first aid boxes at the rate of not less than one box for
150-contract labour or part thereof ordinarily employed.

i) The firstaid box shall be distictly marked with a red cross on white back ground and
shall contain the following equipment:

a) For work places in which the number of contract labour employed does not exceed

vi) A person in charge of the firaid box shall be a person trained in FAst treatment, at
the work places where the number of contract labour employed is 150 or more.

vii) In work places where éhnumber of contract labour employed is 500 or more and
hospital facilities are not available within easy distance from the worksaiéFipists
shall be established and run by a trained compounder. The compounder shall be on duty
and shall be availablat all hours when the workers are at work.

viii) Where work places are situated in places, which are not towns or cities, a suitable motor
transport shall be kept readily available to carry injured person or person suddenly
taken ill to the nearest hospital.

4. DRNKING WATER

i) In every work place, there shall be provided and maintained, at suitable places, easily
accessible to labour, a sufficient supply of cold water fit for drinking.

i)  Where drinking water is obtained from an intermittent public water supply, eakh wo
place shall be provided with storage where such drinking water shall be stored.

iii) Every water supply or storage shall be at a distance of not less than 50 feet from any
latrine drain or other source of pollution. Where water has to be drawn from amexisti
well, which is within such proximity of latrine, drain or any other source of pollution, the
well shall be properly chlorinated before water is drawn from it or for drinking. All such
wells shall be entirely closed in and be provided with a trap dobichvshall be dust
and waterproof.

iv) A reliable pump shall be fitted to each covered well, the trap door shall be kept locked
and opened only for cleaning or inspection which shall be done at least once a month.

5. WASHING FACILITIES

i) In every work place adequatand suitable facilities for washing shall be provided and
maintained for the use of contract labour employed therein.

ii)

Separate and adequate cleaning facilities shall be provided for the use of male and
female workers.

Such facilities shall be convenjeattcessible and shall be kept in clean and hygienic
condition.

6. LATRINES AND URINALS

Latrines shall be provided in every work place on the following scale namely:

a) Where female are employed there shall be at least one latrine for every 25
females.

b) Where mades are employed, there shall be at least one latrine for every 25
males.

Provided that where the number of males or females exceeds 100, it shall be sufficient if
there is one latrine for 25 males or females as the case mayptiethe first 100, and
onefor every 50 thereafter.

Every latrine shall be under cover and so partitioned off as to secure privacy, and shall
have a proper door and fastenings.

Construction of latrines: The inside walls shall be constructed of masonry or some suitabl
heatresistig nonabsorbent materials and shall be cement washed inside and outside at
least once a year. Latrines shall not be of a standard lower thanHmeesystem.

a) Where workers of both sexes are employed, there shall be displayed outside each
block of latrhe and urinal, a notice in the language understood by the majority of the
workers oOFor Men onlydé or OFor Women onl

b) The notice shall also bear the figure of a man or a woman, as the case may be.

There shall be at least one urinal g to50 number of male workers and one fq to

50 number of female workers employed at a time, provided that where the number of
male or female workers, as the case may be, exceeds 500, it shall be sufficient if there is
one urinal for every 50 males femalesup tothe first 500 and one for every 100 or

part thereafter.

a) The latrines and urinals shall be adequately lighted and shall be maintained in a clean
and sanitary condition at all times.

b) Latrines and urinals other than those connectédawilush sewage system shall
comply with the requirements of the Public Health Authorities.

Water shall be provided by means of tap or otherwise so as to be conveniently
accessible in or near the latrines and urinals.

viii) Disposal of excreta: Unless othemge arranged for by the local sanitary authority,

iX)

arrangements for proper disposal of excreta by incineration at the work place shall be
made by means of a suitable incinerator. Alternately excreta may be disposed off by
putting a layer of night soil at ¢hbottom of a pucca tank prepared for the purpose and
covering it with a 15 cm. layer of waste or refuse and then covering it with a layer of
earth for a fortnight (When it will turn to manure).

The contractor shall at his own expense, carry out allciistislissued to him by the
Engineein-Charge to effect proper disposal of night soil and other conservancy work in
respect of the contractords workmen or
responsible for payment of any charges, which mayldxed by Municipal or
Cantonment Authority for execution of such on his behalf.
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7. PROVISION OF SHELTER DURING REST

At every place there shall be provided, free of cost, four suitable sheds, two for meals and
the other two for rest separately for the usensén and women labour. The height of each
shelter shall not be less than 3 metres (10 ft.) from the floor level to the lowest part of the
roof. These shall be kept clean and the space provided shall be on the basis of 0.6 sq. m. (6
sft.) per head.

Providedthat the Enginean-Charge may permit subject to his satisfaction, a portion of the
building under construction or other alternative accommodation to be used for the purpose.

8. CRECHES

i) At every work place, at which 20 or more women worker are ordinarilyognexgh, there
shall be provided two rooms of reasonable dimensions for the use of their children under
the age of six years. One room shall be used as a playroom for the children and the
other as their bedroom. The rooms shall be constructed with spec#ieatper clause
19H (i)a,b&ec.

i) The rooms shall be provided with suitable and sufficient openings for light and
ventilation. There shall be adequate provision of sweepers to keep the places clean.

iii) The contractor shall supply adequate number of &mykgames in the playroom and
sufficient number of cots and beddings in the bedroom.

iv) The contractor shall provide one ayah to look after the children in the creche when the
number of women workers does not exceed 50 and two when the number of women
workersexceeds 50.

v) The use of the rooms earmarked as créches shall be restricted to children, their attendant:
and mothers of the children.

9. CANTEENS

i) In every work place where the work regarding the employment of contract labour is
likely to continue for six mbistand where in contract labour numbering one hundred or
more are ordinarily employed, an adequate canteen shall be provided by the contractor
for the use of such contract labour.

i) The contractor shall maintain the canteen in an efficient manner.

iii) The cantee shall consist at leasta dining hall, kitchen, storeroom, pantry and washing
places, separately for workers and utensils.

iv) The canteen shall be sufficiently lighted at all times when any person has access to it.

v) The floor shall be made of smooth angpervious materials and inside walls shall be
limewashed or colour washed leastonce in each year. Provided that the inside walls
of the kitchen shall be linveashed every 4 months.

vi) The premises of the canteen shall be maintained in a clean andyseaoitdition.

vil) Wastewater shall be carried away in suitable covered drains and shall not be allowed
to accumulate so as to cause a nuisance.

viii) Suitable arrangements shall be made for the collection and disposal of garbage.

ix) The dining hall shall accommodate time 30 percent of the contract labour working at
atime.
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X) The floor area of the dining hall, excluding the area occupied by the service counter and
any furniture, except tables and chairs, shall not be less than one square metre (10 sft.)
per diner tobe accommodated as prescribed in-Rude 9.

reserved for women workers in proportion to their number.

xvi) In arriving at the price of food stuffs, and other articles served in the canteen, the
following items shall not be taken into consideration as expenditure namely:

a) The rent of land and building.

b) The depreciation and maintenance charge for the buildimgd e qui p me
provided for the canteen.

c) The cost of purchase, repairs and r ef
crockery, cutlery and utensils.

d) The water charges and other charges incurred for lighting and ventilation.

e) Theinterestand amoustpent on the provision and
provided for the canteen.

xvii)The accounts pertaining to the canteen shall be audited once every 12 months by
registeredaccountants and auditors.
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10. ANTFMALARIAL PRECAUTIONS

The contractor shall at his oexpense, conform to all amtialarial instructions given to him
by the Engineein-Charge including the fillingp of any borrow pits which may have been
dug by him.

11. The above rules shall be incorporated in the contracts and in notices inviting tendbedl and
form an integral part of the contracts.

12. AMENDMENTS

Department may, from time to time, add to or amend these rules and issue directions it may
consider necessary for the purpose of removing any difficulty, which may arise in the
administration therdéo
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SECTION
CONTRACTOROS LABOUR REGULATI ONS TO BE FO
1. SHORT TITLE

These regulations may be called the Contractors Labour Regulations and shall be followed by
the Contractor for this Project.

2. DEFINITIONS

i) Workman means, any persoemployed by Department or its contractor directly or
indirectly, through a subcontractor, with or without the knowledge of the Department, to do
any skilled, semiskilled or unskilled, manual, supervisory, technical or clerical work, for hire
or reward, whéher the terms of employment are expressed or implied, but does not include
any person:

a) Who is employed mainly in a managerial or administrative capacity; or,

b) Who, being employed in a supervisory capacity draws wages exceeding five hundred
rupees permersemor exercises either by the nature of the duties attached to the
office or by reason of powers vested in him, functions mainly of managerial nature; or,

c) Who is an out worker, that is to say, person to whom any article or materials are given
out by or onbehalf of the principal employers to be made up cleaned, washed,
altered, ornamental finished, repaired adopted or otherwise processed for sale for the
purpose of the trade or business of the principal employers and the process is to be
carried out eithein the home of the out worker orsomeother premises, not being
premises under the control and management of the principal employer.

No person below the of 14 years shall be employed to act as a workman

i) Fair Wagesmeans wages whether for time or pieoewfixed and notified under the
provision of the Minimum Wages Act from time to time.

iii) Contractorsshall include every person who undertakes to produce a given result other than
a mere supply of goods or articles of manufacture through contract labobo@upplies
contract labour for any work and includes a subcontractor.

iv) Wagesshall have the same meaning as defined in the Payment of Wages Act.

i) Normally working hours of an adult employee should not exceed 9 hours a day. The
working day shall be so aanged that inclusive of interval for rest, if any, it shall not
spread over more than 12 hours on any day.

i) When an adult worker is made to work for more than 9 hours on any day or for more
than 48 hours in any week he shall be paid over time for the éxtuas put in by him
at double the ordinary rate of wages.

iii) a) Every worker shall be given a weekly holiday normally on a Sunday, in
accordance with the provisions of Minimum Wages (Central) Rules 1960, as amended
from time to time, irrespective of whetlseich worker is governed by the Minimum
Wages Act or not.

FINES AND DEDUNS WHICH MAY BE MADE FROM WAGES

() The wages of a worker shall be paid to him without any deduction of any kind except the

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(a) Fines

(b) Deductions for absence from duty i.e. from the place or the places where by the terms
of his employment he is read to work. The amount of deduction shall be in
proportion to the period for which he was absent.

(c) Deductions for damage to or loss of goods expressly entrusted to the employed person
for custody, or for loss of money or any other deductions which agquised to
account, where such damage or loss is directly attributable to his neglect or default.

(d) Deduction for recovery of advances or for adjustment of overpayment of wages,
advances granted shall be entered in a register.

(e) Any other deduction, which tBentral Government may from time to time, allows.
